Cyflwyno eich gwaith   Presenting your work 
 

By presentation we really mean how your written work looks.   

So NEATNESS is important. 

 

These are the rules that we would like you to keep to: 

 

1.  Use a black pen to write work in your books.   

Use a pencil to draw diagrams and maps. 

Use green pen to correct work  

Use a ruler to underline headings and date and to draw all straight lines. 

 

2. Write `Gwaith Dosbarth’/`Gwaith Cartref’ on the left of the page. 

    Put the date on the right hand side  

    Write the heading on the next line down and underline it once. 

            

3.  All work missed must be copied up or completed where necessary as soon as possible – the onus on this lies 

with you. 

 

4.  Corrections –Draw a single line through the mistake  

 

5.  Do not write anything on the cover of your exercise books other than your 

name, form, subject and the teacher’s name. 

 

If you do all these things, your work will look good, will be a pleasure to 

read, and will give you a feeling of pride. 

 

REMEMBER 

Ask your Form Tutor about how to present your work if you are not sure.

 Attendance 
 Aim at the highest possible attendance record 

 Try to make medical appointments outside schools hours 

 Avoid holidays during term time  

 If you are late sign in at the office 

 Do not leave school without permission from the Headteacher, or the Deputy 

 If you have been given permission to leave school you must sign out in the school office and sign in on 
return.  

 

Classroom Expectations 
 Enter rooms sensibly and go straight to your work place

Property 

 If you find or lose property report it immediately to the Office.

 Do not, under any circumstances, bring dangerous or potentially dangerous implements or 
substances to school.  This not only includes illegal substances, knives of any sort and air guns of 
any type including imitation guns but also cigarette lighters and matches.  The punishment for 
bringing dangerous implements or substances to school can be severe.

Shoes should be low-heeled, plain black with no coloured laces; soles or stripes. Trainers and canvas shoes 

are not allowed.  

 

Jewellery - No brooches, chains, badges, bracelets or colourful hair ornaments are to be worn and no facial 

piercings.  Hair should be of a natural colour.  A plain finger ring and small stud ear-ring may be worn. 

 

Blazers should be worn to and from school and when pupils are moving around the school. If it is a very hot 

day pupils will be given permission to remove their blazers. Jumpers can be removed and the blazer worn 

over the shirt.
